INSURANCE

FOR THE PAST COUPLE OF YEARS CAMP INSURANCE, HAS BEEN ONE OF MY DUTIES. WE
HAVE REVAMPED THE LIABILITY, ALL BUILDING VALUES AND INSURANCE COVERAGE.
NOTHING HAS CHANGED IN THIS AREA FROM LAST YEAR. WORKMAN’S COMP. INSURANCE
HOWEVER HAS CHANGED RECENTLY. THE CARRIER LIBERTY MUTUAL DID NOT RENEW OUR
POLICY DUE TO NO LONGER BEING QUALIFIED AS A PROVIDER IN THE STATE OF VIRGINIA.
WITH THE HELP OF RACEY AND DEAN, OUR INSURANCE AGENTS, NEW CARRIERS OF
WORKMAN’S COMP WERE INVESTIGATED AND WE SELECTED THE “GUARD INSURANCE

YEAR.
