Report of Grand Lodge Actions on Resolutions and St atues proposed Changes  
Ronald L. Hicks, Member of the Grand Trustees: Ron discussed some of the actions taken at the 
Grand Lodge Meeting in Phoenix. The Constitutional Amendments and Resolutions that were 
approved have been sent out to the Local Lodges and a file is also in the State Secretary’s Office.

Accident Prevention: Darryl Myers, Chairman  
SEXUAL HARASSMENT 
Three trustees of the Jerseyville Elks Lodge No 954 were charged by a Federal agency that they 
abused bartenders... 
 
Elks Lodge No. 954 will pay $107,000 and furnish other relief to settle a sexual harassment and 
retaliation lawsuit. The EEOC had charged that the lodge violated federal law by sexually 
harassing three female bartenders and then taking reprisals against them when they complained.  
The lawsuit claims that while working, the three bartenders were subject to sexual harassment 
and repeated unwelcome sexual advances and touching, and sexually explicit comments.  These 
acts were conducted by 3 Trustees of the Lodge, between 2005 and 2006.  The suit alleged that 
after the victims complained about the conduct: their hours were cut, they were assigned the least 
desirable shifts and they were subject to threats and other abusive verbal comments.   
 
Such alleged conduct violates Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which prohibits employment 
discrimination based on race, color, religion, sex (including sexual harassment or pregnancy) or 
national origin, and protects employees who complain about such offenses from retaliation. 
 
As part of the settlement, the Elks Lodge agreed to pay $107,000 to the former bartenders, to 
conduct sexual harassment training for Elks managers and employees and to report complaints 
of sexual harassment made by Elk employees to the EEOC for a period of three years. 
 
ALL LODGES IN VIRGINIA SHOULD BECOME FAMILIAR WITH,  AND ADOPT THE SEXUAL 
HARASSMENT POLICY 
 
The philosophies of the Lodges are proud of the tradition of maintaining a work environment in 
which all individuals are treated with respect and dignity.   
 
Examples of sexual harassment include but are not limited to:  Threatening adverse employment 
actions if sexual favors are not granted; promising treatment in return for sexual favors; unwanted 
or unnecessary physical contact; offensive remarks, including unwelcome comments about 
appearance, obscene jokes or other inappropriate use of sexually explicit or offensive language; 
the display in the work place of sexually suggestive objects or pictures; unwelcome sexual 
advances by visitors to the Lodge offices when such advances are condoned, wither explicitly or 
implicitly by personnel of the Lodge. 
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This policy covers all members and employees of the Lodge.  The Lodge will not tolerate, 
condone, or allow sexual harassment whether engaged in by fellow employees, supervisors, 
directors, members, or by others who have contact with this Lodge.

Subject:  Auditing Committee report to the VEA dated June 2011  
                
Ref. paragraph(s) 5, 6, and 7 of the June report. The fact that the data was coming from 
different "spreadsheets" with different end dates, brings up the issue of changing our 
reporting to coincide with the VEA year ended rathe r than the Lodge year as it is now. 

The income tax returns for the year ended March 31,  2011 will be completed by July 1 and 
given to Horace Jones to file. These returns are no t due for several months. 

Re: page 5, note l, par. 4 Remains as 501 c (3)  as opposed to being 501 c (8) . The attached IRS 
letter of April 17, 2000 states that this account i s considered to be 501 (c) (3).  We may need to 
get another determination letter to our CPA  
 
Although this report is not required at this, the fall meeting, it is to address unfinished business 
stated in the spring meeting.  See paragraphs 5, 6 and 7 of attached report. 
 
The concern stated in paragraph five should work itself out, as the system is fully implemented 
and tweaked. It was a concern of the CPA who performed the review and was his stated reason 
for being behind.  I cannot vouch for his reasoning except that his report was later than it had 
been in previous years. 
 
Though the tax returns and the IRS Form 990’s were not completed for the June meeting, they 
were not due to the IRS until August 15th.  I indicated in my June report that they would be 
completed by July 1st.  I did not have them until August 8th.  I immediately took them to State 
Secretary Horace Jones who mailed them to the IRS. 
 
Several questions arose related to paragraph 7.  There remained a question about the name of 
the accounts as 501 c 3 for both the VEA and the VEF as the review suggests.  
  
The VEA (Virginia Elks Association) and VEF (Virginia Elks Fund) are detailed in the report as if 
both were 501 c 3. After a meeting with our CPA, we agreed that the two accounts be reported as 
separate reports. The VEF and the VEA are now and have been reported on separate 990’s. The 
VEF should be reported as 501 c 3 and the VEA as 501 c 8. 
 
The other related issue is the name of the organization or account as it appears on the 990.  The 
name on the 990 for the VEF is “Virginia Elks Fund Inc.” and is correct as 501 c 3.  However, the 
name on the 990 for the VEA is “Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks of USA Virginia State” 
and is reported as 501 c 10.  This name and designation has been the same since before 1999, 
the year our present CPA began our reviews.  
 
 The outstanding issue is to change the current name of “Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks 
of USA Virginia State”, as it now appears on the 990, to Virginia Elks Association and “501 c 10” 
,as it now appears on the form 990, to 501 c 8.

Drug Awareness: George D. Decatur, Chairman

Thank Ted Hess and the Virginia State Association Leaders in trusting me enough to do the job 
as State Drug Awareness Chair and giving me the opportunity to receive the training at the 
National Convention.  The training, in Phoenix, on July 16th and 17th,   was by far the best since I 
have been the State Chair for 7 years. The wealth of information received was overwhelming and 
is very hard to take in, in just two days.  I want to share some of this information with you.  
(Please take notes)  First, does everyone know their District Chair?  I want to introduce them to 
you.  Please stand when I call your name.  Central District, Don White, from Richmond Lodge 
#45; North District, Robert Nelson, from Woodbridge Lodge #2355;  Southeast District, Jason 
Barry, from Suffolk Lodge #685 and Southwest District,  April Horton, from Galax Lodge #2212.  
When scheduling a trailer or Elroy call your District Chairperson.  They know where the trailers 
and Elroy are located and you should be ready to pick them up.  Do not expect your District 
Chairperson or myself to bring them to you.  If a trailer or Elroy is damaged, give your District 
Chairperson all the information, so we can start the process of fixing the problem.  We will soon 
have an Elroy in all four Districts.  Please use the trailers and Elroy wisely.  When Elroy needs to 
be cleaned, he should be shipped back to the manufacturer, which is a big expense and each 
Lodge in your District should share that responsibility.  Elroy should be cleaned at lease once a 
year.  I want to go over the changes that will be occurring in the near future. 
 
All Drug Awareness Materials will be changed, except the coloring books and book marks.  The 
Elks and the DEA have joined forces to make the brochures easier to read and comprehend for 
all age groups.  These materials will be changed by the DEA from time to time, when new 
problems arise.  Please use up all the old materials that you have on hand.  They are still good 
and have great information in them.  The biggest change with the materials is the number of 
brochures that each lodge can receive during the year (cost cutting).  Each Lodge can receive 
1,000 pieces of each for the year, but can only order half at a time and each District Chair can 
receive 1,000 each, so if you run short you can get some from your District Chair. We will also 
keep the trailers stocked.  No more stuffing bags and handing them out.  Let each individual pick 
or choose which brochure fits their needs.  Use your Book Marks wisely, like with your Dictionary 
Project; and explain that the Elks Drug Awareness and Marvel web sites are on the back of the 
book marks, and that the training materials for teachers and comic books can now be down- 
loaded from the DAP web site.  Each District Chair should go to the DAP web site, and other 
sites, to enhance their knowledge and help train your Lodge Chairs on how to promote a good 
program.  The same goes with the Lodge Chairs, help your committee understand your Lodge 
Program.  If we want to fight back to protect our Kids, which are the future of this nation and the 
Elks, we need to learn about the Drug problems that exist in our own communities and work with 
other organizations to solve the problems.  The action of your local DAP will have a great impact 
in your communities.  What better way to promote, not only our DAP, but all the programs that the 
Elks offer.  Being visible has a huge part in promoting new membership.   Use your trailers, not 
only to promote your DAP, but all the Elks programs and talk to the adults about our commitment 
to our Youth, Veterans and Communities.  
 
Your DAP 125 manual, which every Lodge is required to have, has been downloaded to the State 
Web Site.  Each Lodge Chair should go over the manual.  The information that exists in the 
manual should help each Lodge update and promote a better program.  Use a Shared 
Responsibility Program between State, District and Lodge Chairs.  Combine large events with 
several Lodges (National Night Out or Red Ribbon Week); use your Public Relations Committee 
to help promote each event.  The reporting forms for all your events are on the State Web Site.  A 
form should be filled out for each event, one copy to your District Chair and one copy to the State

Chair for the year end report to the Grand Lodge.  All donations, contributions and hours should 
be documented in your Lodge charitable accounts Book Contests, Awards and Other Materials: 
Poster and Essay Contests involve children, schools and parents in these programs. This is great 
publicity for local Lodges and State Associations.  The Posters are used to create the Elks 
Coloring Book.  Ideally, this contest is for boys and girls in grades 3 – 5.  The Essay contest is for 
boys and girls in grades 6-8.  These contests are not for High School Students!  Again, all 
Contests and forms are on the Grand Lodge Drug Awareness Program Web Site.  Essay and 
Poster Contests need to have a Hold Harmless Agreement Form when sent to me.  The Poster 
Contest runs from July 1, 2011 until June 30, 2012 and the Essay Contest runs from July 1, 2011 
until April 1, 2012.  The Theme for both contests is “I CHOOSE NOT TO USE”. 
 
October is Red Ribbon Month and is celebrated annually, in the last week of October.  Join forces 
with your local Law Enforcement and have an event that week.  We wear the Red Ribbons to 
remember that Special Agent Enrique (Kiki) Camarena gave his life to protect our Children from 
drugs.  Kiki’s murder sparked a grassroots campaign to help reduce drug abuse and encourage 
healthy, violence-free lifestyles.  In 1988, a Congressional Resolution and Presidential 
Proclamation established the last week in October as National Red Ribbon Week to acknowledge 
Kiki’s sacrifice.  Today, Red Ribbon Celebrations brings millions together to raise awareness 
regarding alcohol/drug abuse prevention, early intervention, and treatment services.  It is the 
largest, most visible awareness campaign observed annually in the United States and the Elks 
are at the forefront.  Each year, the Elks present the Enrique S. Camarena Award to a member of 
Law Enforcement who best exemplifies the qualities and principles for which Agent Camarena 
gave his life.  The Basic Criteria for the award is on the Grand Lodge DAP web site.  You should 
send your nominee to me no later then November 1.  This person could also be your Police 
Officer of the year, when you have your awards banquet.  Three years ago Our State Association 
had a National winner and we could do this again with the support of each Lodge. 
 
In 2002, President George Bush issued a challenge to all Americans to make time to help their 
neighbors, communities, and Nation through volunteer service.  He called on each person to 
dedicate at least 4,000 hours or two years service over the course of their lives.  He created the 
USA Freedom Corps to help all Americans answer his call to service and help foster a culture of 
service, citizenship, and responsibility.  In 2003, President Bush created the Presidents Council 
on Service and Civic Participation to find ways to recognize the valuable contributions volunteers 
are making in our Nation.  This Council created the President’s Volunteer Service Award Program 
as a way to thank and honor Americans who, by their demonstrated commitment and example, 
inspire others to engage in volunteer service.  Recognizing and honoring volunteers sets a 
standard to others.  The State Drug Awareness Chairs for each state received this award in July 
2008, at the National Convention Training.  These awards can be obtained through me, not only 
for members of your Lodge, but volunteers in you community.  You do not need to be an Elk to 
receive this award.  Examples:  Faith Community, Scouting, Youth Groups (Big Brothers/Big 
Sisters), Hospital Volunteers, Community Service Providers, Hospice, Leaders from your 
community, Habitat For Humanity, Policemen and Firefighters just to name a few.  The cost is 
$5.00 per award.  You receive a very nice pin and a certificate which you can put in a frame for 
presentation.  The application is also on line at your DAP web site and can be downloaded.  It 
takes approximately 60 days for the award to come back.  
  
I want to thank all the Lodges and members who have supported the Drug Awareness program 
this past year and hope that the trend continues in the years to come.  Work with your District 
Chair and myself to make our program the best.  Remember “Children are the messages we 
send to a future we shall never see”.

Safety Glass Program : Page Sencindiver, Co- Chairman�����������������  
The safety glasses project, a recognized entity of our state project is under way.  As the 
beginning of the academic year starts, so does the activity of this project.  The VEA funds 9 State 
Regional Vocational Technical Centers across the State, along with partial funding support from 5 
Lodges of this Association.  Additionally, 6 Lodges have supplied glasses to local schools in their 
respective areas. Thanks are extended to these Lodges 
 
The number of glasses supplied to the regional centers total 3215, the total for the non-regional 
centers (local schools) is 2885; bear in mind these Lodges fully funded the amount of $2,885.00, 
for a combined total of 6100 pair of ELK Safety Glasses, for this time period.  As the enrollment of 
these centers and schools grow, so will the need for this valuable safety device.  It is envisioned 
and feasible to realize, the need in future years could exceed the need of a hundred thousand.  
Each educational facility is required to provide a pair of safety glasses, each year, for each 
student. By providing these glasses, The Va. Elks Association is saving the school systems many 
dollars while providing a needed item, and generating good positive public relations. 
 
Since the inception of this program in 2008, we have had a reasonable response from Lodges to 
get involved, but we also have Lodges that are not involved yet.  It takes only a very modest sum 
of $1.00 to purchase a pair of glasses. I can’t believe there is not a Lodge that can’t raise a 
hundred dollars through some method, to get glasses to a student.  Take this back to your Lodge 
and give it some thought.  This Association is fortunate that our Trustees share their support, with 
funding and allocations through the ENF.  
The beauty of this project is double in design, 1) to fulfill a need to students of our communities 
and 2) to put our name, in public, in mass, in Virginia, at a fair, reasonable, and affordable price 
for every Lodge.

Thank you for the invitation to speak to you today about our Virginia Elks Youth 
Camp. First I would like to introduce to you the next Youth Camp President, Jay Bonnell. Jay will 
take over as President tomorrow at the Youth Camp Meeting and I hope you will continue to invite 
the Camp President to meet with you here at the Conventions and at the Protocol Meeting in 
Bedford. 

The Camp is in the best physical shape in years. Our Camp Ranger, Mike Journell, is doing a 
great job of keeping the camp ship shape at all times. This past year has seen several needed 
improvements to the camp. The kitchen in the Dining Hall has seen major renovations. A new 
ceramic floor was installed; to do this all the kitchen equipment was removed, since some of the 
equipment is so large the serving wall between the kitchen and the dining hall was removed and 
then put back up after the renovations were complete. A new commercial stainless steel double 
door refrigerator was purchased, as well as a new stainless steel deep fryer and 4 burner griddle.

Also new is a water front storage building that was constructed on an existing slab of concrete, to 
replace an old building that was unusable? This new storage building now is the home of all 
safety equipment and supplies for water activities. 

All of you know the layout of the Camp and all the trees that abound. In the fall it is a major 
operation to clean up and dispose of the leaves - so a new automated leaf gathering tool was 
purchased to make this work easier. Also we purchased a blade for the tractor for moving snow 
and to keep gravel spread on the driveways. This new equipment was used right away since we 
purchased gravel for the drive down towards the waterfront. The road was badly eroded due to 
heavy rains. 
 
The cabins and other buildings at the Camp are in good shape, the Camp Ranger and Lodges 
around the state have done a good job of keeping the buildings in tip top shape. Our Camp 
Ranger painted the complete outside of the Dining Hall this past summer. He has pressure 
washed the roofs of several buildings to remove mold from the shingles. 

I am very proud that during the past year or so, the Camp facilities have improved substantially. 
But the camp remodeling is not completed and we have more in the future. Now in the planning 
stage, is a small conference room and handicap bathrooms in the Dining Hall. A special permit 
will be granted to use a new septic drain field, on the road side of the dining hall, only part of the 
year, from the County. All tests are complete for the septic drain fill and an estimate for this work 
is forth coming. After the needed estimates and approved set of plans are completed, the project 
cost will be submitted to the State Association Trustees for approval. 

We, the Officers and Staff at the Camp have had a trying year. I will not attempt to relate to you in 
detail all of these experiences. Our camp season was a disappointment to all of us with the 
number of campers who attended. Like last year, we were about the same as to the number of 
campers that attended; 305 this year compared to 309 last year. This seems to be a trend even 
though we attempted to institute some changes that we had hoped would increase the numbers; 
the changes did not seem to help. The Officers and Staff are working on making changes in the 
number of weeks the Camp will be open; this will increase the number of campers per week and 
cut down on the overall expenses of running the camp. 
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The Camp Executive Committee is reviewing the Camp Bylaws and the Code of Conduct for 
Campers and Staff to better serve the Camp. This Committee will complete this review and 
changes prior to the upcoming Camp Season. 

You will notice that we have spent money that we had in savings and we have used some of the 
funds in State Association hands for the needed improvements at the Camp. The improvements 
were long overdue as the need was critical. 

On a personal note, I would like to thank all for the assistance this group and the State Trustees 
have given me in the past year and a half. In has been a difficult task at times. Along with these 
difficulties it was a pleasure being the Camp President.

This year, as in recent years, the many sponsors of the cabins, at the camp turned out or 
contracted with someone to perform their annual maintenance. All the cabins at the start of camp 
were in good repair. 

Over the past winter new waterfront storage building was built on an existing slab. This will help 
keep the rodents from eating our lifejackets and other tasty water front equipment. A Special 
Thank You to Mr. David Benoit and the hard working men of Charlottesville Lodge for a job well 
done. 

The many floods of the spring, saw trees wash up on the beach which were cut up and removed 
prior to camp. But no ill wind blows with out some benefit. The spring floods did open a waterway 
to keep the swimming area clear. 

The new ceramic floor was installed in the kitchen along with several new pieces of equipment. 
Stainless steel was installed behind the kitchen equipment, aiding in keeping the kitchen clean 
and sanitary. 

The new vanity tops and sinks have been installed in both bath houses, due to the generous 
contributions from individual members and lodges. This was a major undertaking and long past 
due. Thank you to all who gave and worked to see this completed, for the opening of this camp 
season. Not only has it made the bath houses better, but it has helped in reducing the cost of our 
water usage. 

Testing has been completed on the proposed site for a drain field for the proposed up fit of the 
dinning hall to provide handicapped and toilet facilities in one end. With this approval we can now 
proceed to put the hard figures to paper and come up with a cost to complete the toilets and a 
small conference /training room, the toilets are to be used by the kitchen staff, handicapped 
visitors and guests. The two major costs for this work will be the electrical and heating equipment 
needed. I hope to have all the costs by the first of the year and if approved by the State Trustees 
ready by the opening of camp 2012. Look to the elk’s web site for requests in the near future. 

As reported in the spring we have several leaks to the dinning hall roof. I am not sure when the 
last roof was put on the dinning hall, but now is the time to be planning for the MAJOR expense of 
replacement. I have received two thousand dollars in gifts that can be applied to this. Mr. Bill 
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Tennis thinks that by issuing a challenge, we can get enough donations to put a dent in this 
project. This is not a project for next year but the future. 

The camp has a new leaf and twig vacuum which should assist the camp ranger in cleaning and 
keeping the camp safe from hidden holes and ankle twisting limbs. 
 
The camp is in good shape and in good hands. The camp ranger and his wife continue to work 
diligently for the Elk members and the camp.

Andy Anderson Achievement Awards : John Rosenberger, Chairman 
I'd like to thank you for giving me the opportunity to present the "Andys", the State Presidential 
Achievement Awards. This is, annually, the highest award that the Virginia Elks Association 
bestows on its member Lodges. The Presidential Achievement Award Committee operates under 
the auspices of the Past State Presidents' Advisory Council; and, we feel that this is an extremely 
significant award, named as it is for the irreplaceable "Mr. Elk" of the Virginia Elks Association, 
former Special Deputy Herman C. "Andy" Anderson. 

This is the seventh year for the new "Andys"; the seventh year since the award was "reworked"; 
and, new criteria were adopted. I'd like to take a second and review those criteria for you: 

• All criteria are based on a contained Lodge year. All six criteria addressed this afternoon 
refer to activities that occurred during the Lodge year of the Exalted Ruler that served from 
April 1st, 2010, through March 31St, 2011; the Exalted Ruler that left office this past spring. 

• #1- During that Lodge year, a winning Lodge needed to send 75% of their quota of children 
to the Virginia Elks Youth Camp during the Camping Session of the summer of 2010, (not 
the 2011 Camping Session recently completed). 

•      #2- A winning Lodge needed to pay 100% of their camping fees for that same Camping           
Session. 

·  #3 – A winning lodge needed to participate in the L. Glenn Morris Eleven O’clock Toast 
Contest (Last October in VA Beach) 
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• #4- A winning Lodge needed to participate in the Hoop Shoot Program held during the winter 
of 2010/2011. 

• #5- A winning Lodge needed to make the Grand Exalted Ruler's goal of $4.50 per member 
for Elks National Foundation donations for that Lodge year. 

• #6- And, finally, a winning Lodge needed to at least break even (incur no loss) in Lodge 
Membership after deaths were factored out of the membership equation during that same 
Lodge year. 

The first year the new "Andys" were presented, we had 7 Lodges win the award. The second 
year, that jumped to 13; and, we were very pleased. Our efforts to revive the award seemed to be 
taking hold. The third year, we dropped back to 10 winning Lodges; and, we repeated at that level 
during the fourth year. The fifth year, we slipped a little further to eight winners; and, last year, we 
were very disappointed to only have four winners of this prestigious award. Undoubtedly, this 
steady drop-back reflects the overriding economic conditions that we have been suffering through 
for the past several years. Considering the economy is still not much better, we are, therefore, 
absolutely thrilled to have had a stunning rebound this year with eleven winning Lodges. Before I 
call out our winners, I'd like to share a few telling statistics; after all, statistics are what this award 
is all about. 

• We reduced the number of Lodges not participating in the Eleven O'clock Toast Contest all the 
way down to seven. Congratulations, Don! Unfortunately, we, once more, had a Lodge that would 
have won an Andy Award except for the fact that they didn't participate in the Eleven O'clock 
Toast Contest. • We only had two Lodges that did not participate in the Hoop Shoot Contest. 
Congratulations, Lynn! 

•  We only had one Lodge that did not make the $4.50 requirement for Elks National 
Foundation. Congratulations, Bev! 

• We had our best year ever in these first three categories. Unfortunately, our stumbling 
blocks were our usual stumbling blocks. Regarding our two Virginia Elks Youth Camp 
requirements [sending 75% of a Lodge's quota of kids to the Camp and paying 100% of the 
monetary obligation] we had 16 of our 31 Lodges fail in one category or the other; or, 
unfortunately, usually fail in both categories. 

• While it was still a problem for multiple Lodges, bar none, the biggest improvement we had 
this year was in Membership. Last year we had 21 of our 31 Lodges fail to qualify for an 
Andy due to a Membership loss. This year that dropped to 12 out of 31. Congratulations, 
Frank! 

 
This is not an attempt to highlight our failures. These are merely facts; and, facts should be used 
as tools. We still had some of our most stalwart Lodges fail to win an Andy this year only because 
of Membership losses. Their names read like a litany of the Association's strongest Lodges: 
Alexandria, Arlington-Fairfax, Charlottesville and Harrisonburg. Obviously, the hard economic 
times are putting even more pressure on our Order's number one national problem: Membership 
retention; and, on our State Association's number one problem: Youth Camp participation. There 
are still an uncomfortable number of Lodges that simply don't participate in Youth Camp in any 
way. On the positive side, we have eleven plaques to present this fall. Eleven Lodges were able 
to overcome all obstacles and succeed in ever category to claim their "Andys." We had eleven 
additional Lodges that failed in only one or two of the six total criteria. I'd like to ask Ted if he 
would go down to the floor to present these plaques; and, I'd like to ask my lovely assistants, 
Tammy Symons and Barbara Lilly, if they would assist our esteemed Past Grand.

Winning all seven years; only one Lodge: Staunton. 

Winning six out of seven years, there are none, which shows us just how successful Staunton is. 
Winning five out of seven years, we have four Lodges: Alexandria, Newport News, Norfolk and 
Winchester. Obviously, these five Lodges [those four and Staunton] should be proud of their 
record as being numbered among the strongest Lodges in the state. 

I want to thank Don Kidd for his input on the Eleven O'clock Toast Contest; Lynn Snow for her 
input on the Hoop Shoot; Beverly Hamby for her input on the Elks National Foundation; Frank 
Poole, for his input on Membership; and, especially Michael Haynes, for his help with the Youth 
Camp information.
